Activating Battery

Your new machine was shipped without electrolyte in
the lead-acid battery. You need inject electrolyte into the
battery to activate it before starting the machine.

@ Unscrew two screws to remove battery shield in
rear of mower chassis.

@ Place the battery horizontally, remove the sealing tape.
@ Insert the funnel gently into the pouring mouth.
® Make the injection port of electrolyte container
embedded gently in the draft tube, vertical force the
container, then started breaking the seal squeezed
and injection electrolyte. Make sure if there is bubbles
in each injection port, and the liquid level drops.

@ Make sure if there is residual electrolyte by gently
tapping the container and the electrolyte injection funnel
to completely discharge electrolyte; slowly remove the
container and injection funnel, and then placed them in
a packaging box to discard.

@ Align battery sealing plug strip to injection port, and
and then flatten the top surface until it is flush with
the top of battery.

@ Replace battery shield and tighten two screws.

Charging Battery

If the machine must be used immediately, the lead-acid
battery may have enough of a charge to start the engine.
The engine will charge the battery automatically during
later mowing work. Charge a lithium polymer battery
at least 15 minutes.

NOTE: Charge the battery after the initial use of the
machine to help ensure it is fully charged. Charge a
new 12V lead-acid battery for 5-10 hours to ensure a
full charge.
